1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Lee Bass, and Richard Fraser, Gary Murphy, and Justine Blackmore-Hlista. Carey Witt arrived by 7:15 P.M.

2. Citizens Comments: No comments
3. Discussion and possible action to adopt the 


a. International Residential Code 2006 and appendices A – Q.  A letter from Homebuilders Association of Austin was read asking that Council not adopt this ordinance at this time. Discussion ensued. Richard Fraser stated that not many have adopted it and we do not want to have to pay to educate the builders or engineers. Suggestion was to table until next meeting and have HBA, ATS and Jay Engineering give us more information.


b. Telecommunication Ordinance: Lee Bass made a motion to adopt this ordinance with Richard Fraser seconding. All agreed. 


c. Sign Ordinance Amendment: Gary Murphy made a motion to adopt the sign ordinance with the change of the compliance date to January 31, 2008. Richard Fraser seconded. All agreed.


d. Fee Ordinance Amendment: Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to adopt the amendment to the sign ordinance to add the real estate sign permit fees. Richard Fraser seconded. All agreed.

4. Discussion and possible action regarding the extension of final plat recordation of Highland Bend Estates. Joe Kohen, engineer for Garrett –Ihnen, asked for a two month extension for the filing. They are waiting on a decision from TX DOT and a traffic study in order to redo the driveways. Richard Fraser made a motion to extend the final plat recordation to forty-five days (45) with Carey Witt seconding. All agreed.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding a contract with Texas Disposal System for trash service and recycling. Councilwoman Lee Bass presented more information to the Council regarding the proposed contract with Texas Disposal. Representative Ryan answered questions from Council and residents. John Albrecht was concerned as to why the Council was getting involved; he felt residents were content with the present carrier IESI. Carol & Richard Schlenk stated they very much wanted the recycling service and has been calling other residents in Volente stating she is willing to pay more to get recycling.
Judy Graci and Barbra Gay also agreed with Mrs. Schlenk.

City Attorney, Tom Buckle will put together RFQ to send to other carriers.

Councilmember Gary Murphy felt that the citizens should make their own choice on who they wanted to use for their carrier. Tabled until next months meeting.

6. Discussion and possible action regarding Lime Creek Road funds and repair. Councilman Carey Witt distributed plans for the repair of some of the curves for Lime Creek RD. He stated that there are five locations that the culverts would be extended and the banks widened to approximately three feet. Carey will prioritize the sites and send out Request for Service to get some bids for the projects and present to Council at next months meeting.
7. Staff Report: Minutes from November 20, 2007. Gary Murphy made a motion to approve the minutes with Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconding. Four approved and one abstained.


      a. Tree Trimming. Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the hiring of Arbortex and not to exceed the specified amount and to have the insurance list us as a benefactor. Lee Bass seconded all agreed. Residents will be notified of the work to be done and the area and dates to be done.


      b. Financial report. Reviewed


      c. Village Corporation Sign. Sample of rock/marble signs were viewed by Council and Allison Thrash will be contacted to see if can still be placed on her property on FM 2769. Will have more specifics at next meeting.
 8. Future meetings and agenda items: Next meeting will be changed to the third Wednesday or Thursday for the next two months due to a conflict. Agenda items will be: Trash Contract, Signage, IRC 2006, and Lime Creek RD bids.
